POLICY:

For a Member to maintain Certification for Level One, Two or Three, the Member will be required to do the
following, or as determined by the Executive Committee:

[1] Take and pass a Code Change examination for the level of Certification held when such an examination is
provided by the Association when a new edition of the B.C. Building Code is adopted by Regulation, or

[2] Attend a Code Change Seminar course of study endorsed by the BOABC when made available to Members
of the Association when a new edition of the B.C. Building Code is adopted.

Level One, Level Two and Level Three Certified Members must fulfill the Certification Code Change
Maintenance requirements within one (1) year of the availability of a Code Change Examination, Code
Change Seminar Course and/or publication and availability of a Code Change Seminar Course of Study.

POLICY OBJECTIVE:

To insure that Certified Members are up-to-date on BC Code Changes as adopted by Regulation and that those
Members maintain Certification levels current to the Code in effect.

To insure that all Members are provided with the opportunity to meet Certification Maintenance requirements
by either taking an examination, or attending a seminar within a reasonable time of adoption and publication of
a new B.C. Building Code.

POLICY JUSTIFICATION:

It is essential for Members to maintain Code knowledge current with the applicable B.C. Building Code as it is
periodically amended.
